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Explanation of Ordinary Business — Retirement of Directors
Under the articles of association of the Company each director must
retire from office and stand for re-election by shareholders as a
minimum at every third annual general meeting in order to continue
to serve as a Director. However, in line with the UK Corporate
Governance Code, and to further increase accountability, all Directors
will retire at this Annual General Meeting and stand for re-election by
the shareholders if they wish to continue to serve as Directors of the
Company.

Explanation of Special Business

Renewal of authority to allot shares (Resolutions 12 and 13)
The Companies Act 2006 (‘the Act’) provides that Directors shall only
allot unissued shares with the authority of shareholders in general
meeting. The authority given to the Directors at the last Annual
General Meeting to allot (or issue) unissued shares expires on the
date of this year’s Annual General Meeting.

Resolution 12 will be proposed as an ordinary resolution for the
renewal of the Directors’ general authority to issue shares in the
Company and to grant rights to subscribe for or to convert any
security into shares in the Company up to an aggregate nominal
amount of £11,021,387, representing approximately one third of

the current issued share capital of the Company (excluding treasury
shares). The Directors have no present intention of exercising

this authority.

The Act also provides that any allotment of new shares for cash must
be made pro rata to individual shareholders’ holdings, unless such
provisions are disapplied under section 570 of the Act. The authority
given to the Directors at the last Annual General Meeting to allot
shares for cash pursuant to section 560 of the Companies Act 2006
expires on the date of this year's Annual General Meeting. Resolution
13 will be proposed as a special resolution for the renewal of the
Directors' authority to allot equity securities for cash, without first
offering them to shareholders pro rata to their holdings.
